Rainbow Camp is just around the corner so put on your dancing shoes and join us for the “Dance Dance Rainbowlution” 2012 Rainbow Camp.  

We will again have an outside event, weather permitting, so please be prepared with good walking shoes, coat, hat and gloves. When the girls merge into their afternoon groups I will assign specific adults to each group who will be responsible for the girls in those groups regardless of the activity that is taking place. Sometime during the morning activities with the GWAA, I will meet with all of the adults to go over the afternoon activities.

Please stress to your girls how important it is to stay in the group they are assigned during the morning and the afternoon activities.  The adults assigned to oversee the afternoon groups will have a list of each girl in their group and will need to keep track of them during the afternoon.      

Please tell your Grand Officers they need to be at the Convention Center no later than 7:15 AM.  They will meet with Sammie and be briefed on their responsibilities as Group Leaders.  

Rainbow Camp 2012 will kick off right after breakfast which begins at 8:00 am on Saturday March 10, 2012, led by our Grand Worthy Associate Advisor, Sammie.  Meals on Saturday, and Breakfast on Sunday are provided, all of which will be at the Convention Center.  Saturday night entertainment will begin at 7:00 PM, organized by the Grand Flag Bearers.  

There will be group activities in the morning and afternoon, with Proficiency and Grand Choir Practice after lunch as well.
